Call to Worship

Matt 25:44-45 

 'Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty or a stranger needing clothes or sick or in prison, and did not help you?'

 'I tell you the truth, whatever you did not do for one of the least of these, you did not do for me.

The words the “least of these” has been examined by for centuries, but this week they came to mind as I saw imagines from Haiti. 
Haiti is the poorest country in the western hemisphere with a per person income of $790 per year.  Ninety percent of Haiti’s children suffer from waterborne diseases and intestinal parasites. Cases of tuberculosis (TB) in Haiti are ten times higher than other Latin American countries. Some 10% of the population in Haiti suffer each year from malaria. Since 2004, Haiti has faced five hurricanes, mudslides, floods, and riots over food. And Tuesday an 7.0 earthquake hit the country with a death toll expected to rise to one of the five most deadliest earthquakes. Missionaries who that traveled there to build churches and schools,  the infant born days before, or the homeless President of Haiti,…hungry and thirsty, strangers in need of clothing, sick and injured .. the least of these and each one the face of Jesus.
