Call to worship 

Read Ephesians 2:12 & 13

Remember that you were separated from Christ, utterly estranged and outlawed from the right of Israel. But now, in Christ Jesus, you who were far way, through the blood of Christ, have been brought near.

During the New Year we sing Auld Lang Syne which means “ old long since” or “ time gone by”. There is a verse in the song that says: “ friends that once ran about the hills and paddles in the stream; divided from us by time and distance. But they are not forgotten. Take up a cup of kindness yet. Remember them with a good-will drink.”

The words of Auld Lang Syne tell us to remember those we are separated from with a cup. And the words from Ephesians remind us we were separated from Christ but we remember him with a cup.
