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For he has made known to us in all wisdom and insight the mystery of his will, according to his purpose which he set forth in Christ as a plan for the fullness of time, to unite all things in him, things in heaven and things on earth. In him, according to the purpose of him who accomplishes all things according to the counsel of his will (Ephesians 1:9-11).

Last week we celebrated the past. We remembered 200 years of the history this church – the building, the souls, the struggles and the celebrations.  It was good time. 

In a few moments we will sing Sweet By and By and look to the future when we will all be together on the beautiful shore in Heaven. It is a good thing 
But often we think about the future or dwell on the past until we are anxious and worried. I was reading this week about two American women that when they travel the first women would always exclaim when they arrived in a new place, “ This place is so beautiful. I have to come back here.” The second women would have to remind the first, that right NOW you are here to enjoy this beautiful space. 

What about right now? Too often we do not stop and give NOW to God. Now is the time to know Him. Know is the time to seek His will. Now is the time to pray. Now is the time to be still and know him.
